GDST Longest Serving Member of Staff Retires

ath White retired from her post as

School Business Manager on 1st April

2011 after 44 years of uninterrupted
service to the school and with hardly a day’s
absence during that time.

To commemorate Mrs White's loyal and very
distinguished service to the school and the
Girls” Day School Trust, a celebration was held
at the Cutlers’ Hall attended by 200 current
and former colleagues, governors, contractors
and friends.

The Cutlers’ Hall was the natural choice —
after all it was in the Cutlers’ Hall back in 1878
that Maria Grey made an announcement that
a school for girls was going to be opened in
Sheffield on 12 March 1878 — Sheffield High
School. Kath has been such an important part
of the School’s history, being employed at
the school for about a third of that time and
holding the enviable title of GDST's longest
serving member of staff.

When we sent out the invitations to this
celebration, we received lots of wonderful
responses about Mrs White from former
colleagues and friends which sum her up
perfectly. Here are just some of them:

‘Kath'’s service to the school, to the Trust
and to Sheffield has been exemplary’

‘Kath has such presence and an air of
efficiency surrounds her — but never in an
officious way’

‘So personable, such fun and always so
well dressed’

‘Kath always sets such high standards
through her appearance, her integrity, her
knowledge and her dedication to the school’

‘The girls feel a strong bond of affection
for Mrs White. Reassuringly kind, she always
made them feel safe’

Mrs White's role over the years has
changed quite considerably. When she started
at the High School she began as Secretary
to the School's senior administrator Miss
Lucas and took over that role when Miss
Lucas retired. As if that wasn'’t a big enough
job in itself, Mrs White has also always had
the additional responsibility of being the
Head’s PA. In her time at Sheffield High
she has given completely loyal service to 4
Headmistresses: Miss Lutz, Miss Skilbeck,
Mrs Houston and myself. It can’t have been
an easy task with each headmistress coming
to the role with her own ways of doing things
but Mrs White adapted uncomplainingly,
advising from a distance but never interfering.
She’s given support, reassurance, TLC and
encouragement and always with the school’s
and the Trust’s best interest at heart. One of
the highlights over the time | worked with Mrs
White was in 2006 when she reached the finals
of the Head's PA of the Year and we were both

invited to a Champagne lunch at the Savoy
hotel with the other finalists where Mrs White
deservedly received one of the top awards.

In recent years the role of administrator
has changed to that of School Business
Manager which required Mrs White to oversee
various ‘teams’ of staff: catering, cleaning,
maintenance and admin and it says so much
about the high regard they have for her that
the staff turnover we have in these areas is
very low.

Nothing excites Mrs White more than a new
building project and she was responsible for
project-managing all of the changes to the
school’s buildings over the years — driving
a hard bargain with the school’s architect
and contractors.

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to ask them about the afternoon and am greeted with cheery cries as
they fight to point out all the new people they have met. ‘| talked to that
girl over there, the Goal Shooter!” shouts one Year 7 before her friend
intervenes to tell me that she actually knows the Wing Attack and the
Goal Defence on that team now. The senior girls know what it’s all
about. ‘Sunshine, laughter and friends’, grins a very cheesy Amaka
Uchegbu. Cheesy it may be, but she’s precisely right, that was the
atmosphere that everyone seemed to feel. ‘Don’t worry if you go wrong’,
Georgia Salamat reassures her team, ‘it’s about finding out if you like
netball and making friends’.

Overhearing some students discussing netball at Sheffield High
School with a teacher from Parkwood, it seems that they are all hoping
to play a bit more netball after this friendly festival. ‘It's been lovely
for the girls and they've really been able to build up their confidence,
playing against unfamiliar people’, declares the PE. teacher from City
School. It seems that all the teachers would love their Y8s and Y9s to
have the same opportunity, to play in an uncompetitive tournament
where novice netball-players can play as well as the more practised
girls.

t GCSE, over two-thirds of
the Year 11 grades were
at A* or A, compared to
the national figure for girls of just
over 26%. 99% of grades were
A* to C. Around half of the year
group achieved at least nine A*/A
grades and nine year 11s gained
A*s in all 10 or more subjects
taken.
