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Dear Parents

I would like personally to welcome you to FOSH (Friends of Sheffield High School).

All parents who have daughters in Sheffield High School are automatically members of FOSH, so let me tell you a little about what we do.  We have two aims in FOSH – 

· To organize social events to enable parents and staff to meet in a more relaxed environment

· To organise fund raising events to raise funds to pay for equipment which is not covered in the school fees or which may take a low priority within the Girls’ Day School Trust.

The one guarantee I can give is that your daughter will benefit from the items that we purchase.  

In recent years we have purchased - 

· A new activity area in the Junior School playground.  The equipment installed will assist in the younger girls gaining confidence in their climbing and balancing skills whilst having fun during break and lunch times.

· A new school minibus, which is currently used by both the senior and junior school. This ensures that your daughter, whilst on visits/games that requires the use of the minibus, is as safe as can be on the road, with all the safety equipment required by law being installed on the minibus.

· A new grand piano for the Senior School Hall

· New video equipment for the Drama Department

· A portable PA system primarily for use in the Senior School Sports Hall

· Interactive whiteboards for use throughout the classrooms in both Senior and Junior school.

We pay for these extras by running social events and by organizing the 200 Club (more about this later).  We also run a varied programme of social events, some primarily fund-raising.  We have a FOSH Ball every March which generates much of our money.  If you like dressing up and dancing the night away, this is for you.  We also organize a Craft Fayre in November and we sell high quality wrapping paper for your Christmas gifts around the same time. 

The purpose of the 200 Club is to generate funds by parents regularly (by Bank Standing Order) contributing to our funds.  Each term a draw is made in School, with half the money collected going to the School and half to some lucky parents.  If you have not yet done so, we would encourage you to complete a standing order form and send it to your bank so that you can support us this way.

We also exist to enable parents to get to know one another and to enable you to meet some of your daughter’s teachers on a more relaxed, social basis.  Recent examples are a Night at the Dogs and a Family Fun Day which includes a rounders match involving staff, parents and children.

The FOSH committee is organized around at least one, preferably two if possible, representatives for each year of the School, and we are always happy to welcome new members; do volunteer if you are interested – it is a very good way to become involved and to have your say.

FOSH communicates with you by means of letters and flyers about our events which come home in your daughter’s school bag.  Please check regularly before our correspondence gets crumpled in the bottom of the bag!  We also post them on our section of the School website.

I look forward to meeting you and wish both you and your daughter a happy relationship with Sheffield High School.
